(O This product uses a mixture of gasoline and two cycle oil for fuel.Please use extreme caution when handling gasoline.
O Do not run near open flames or smoke while running your model or while handling fuel.
O Always store fuel in a well ventilated place,away from heating devices,poen flames,direct sunlight,or batteries.
O Gasoline is flammable and poisonous.Gasoline powered model engines emit poisonous vapors.These vapors
irritate eyes and can be highly dangerous to your health.

C You must only use a mixture of gasoline and two cycle oil as fuel for this engine.Never use glow fuels intended for R/C cars.

Setup Before Starting

| Activating R/C Unit

Turn on transmitter first,

then turn on receiver.

Make sure no one else is using the same radio frequency as you are using.Check the radio
system and range before every driving session.To properly check the range,have a friend
hold the buggy with the engine off and walk to the farthest distance that you plan to operate
your model.Operate the controls to make sure the model responds correctly.Do not operate
the model if there is any problem with the radio system.If you switch on the R/C car first
before the transmitter,you may lose control of the R/C car.

Preparation for engine start

Keep the wheels off the ground.

| Fill Fuel Tank |

Clean any dirt from gas cap before removing.Dirt and debris should never get into the fuel
tank.Fill the tank with fuel. Make sure the gas cap is screwed on tightly before starting the
engine.

You must only use a mixture of gasoline and two stroke oil as fuel for this engine.Never use
glow fuels intended for R/C cars.

' Be careful not to tilt the car,gasoline
e may leak from the vent hole.

| Turn on Radio System |

Make sure no one is using the same frequency.Turn on transmitter first,then turn on the
receiver. Check the throttle and steering functions and check the radio range before
starting the engine.If you switch on the R/C car first before the transmitter,you may lose
control of the R/C car.

| Priming Enging

To prime the engine,fill the tank with fuel and push the
primer bulb until fuel shows in the return tube(Yellow).

After the engine has been run for the first time, if fuel shows .
in the yellow return tube,you do not need to prime the
engine.




| Engine Start

Make sure choke lever is in the horizontal position before starting.

Start the engine by pulling the starter cord in short pulls(No longer than 20"
max)

The engine must never be run without the air filter in place.

If there is a problem with the engine,press the engine OFF switch to shut
down the engine.

| Engine Start Tips |

If you have trouble starting the engine,move the choke lever to the
vertical positionG.

Pull the starter cord until you hear the engine is almost starting.

If you pull the starter cord too much while the choke lever is in the LGN
vertical position®,you might flood the engine. '
